Please let the school office know if your child has an injury which may restrict       

certain activities in school so that your child's class teacher can be informed (e.g. a 

bad sprain which has required a hospital visit or a broken bone).   

If this is the case,  a temporary care plan should be filled in before your child returns 

to school.

Unless a signed care plan is received, children may not be able to be outside at 

playtimes/lunchtimes for insurance purposes. 

Thank you for your support with this.  If you have any questions 

please contact us via the school office. 

If your child has asthma and has an inhaler, please ensure that the school is aware. 

It is important that children have their inhalers in school, that they know how to use 

them and they know where they are.   All inhalers should be named both on the 

box and the actual inhaler itself. 

Please bring in a copy of your child’s asthma care plan (usually given to you by the 

asthma nurse or the doctor) and ensure that you have completed the school       

paperwork. 

In addition, Please let the school office know in writing if your child ceases to be 

asthmatic or is diagnosed as asthmatic so that we can amend their record; and     

also if the way they need to take their inhaler changes (for example the              

number of puffs, time to take it etc.)
